1. Know the TribuCan Project and the syllabus your sons and 

daughters follow along the academic year. 
 

 

 
 

• You will find all the information on the Project on the web page 
www.tribucan.es, available in Spanish, Basque, Catalan and English.  

 
• We recommend to watch the video Presentación curso 2009/2010 first. 

 
• You may also obtain some more information through the reports in Cancha 

magazine that have been given out in meetings and talks.  



 
2. Consult news related to the TribuCan Project and current 

educational issues.  
• To do so, you must access the Noticias section on the web. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
3. Read and comment the reflections done by José Antonio Marina, as 

well as share your views with other interested people. 
• The Blog is a log book where José Antonio Marina writes an article on 

educational issues periodically.  
 

 



 
• If you want to add a comment you may do it through the dialog box at the 

bottom of the article. You have to provide a name, be it real of fictitious, and a 
mail address, which will not be visible on the web once the comment is 
published. 

  
Then, you must press Enviar Comentario (Send comment).. 

 

 
 
4. Access the virtual room and get to know the contents worked by 

your sons and daughters.  
 
• You may access the virtual room through the web page www.tribucan.es. To 

do so, you just need to insert the user code and the password for families (the 
classroom teacher of your son or daughter will provide them for you). 

 
 

 
 



• To end and get out, you just need to press salir on the bottom left corner or 
the top right one.  

 
• From there you may acess the course that your sons and daughters are doing 

in the different languages (Spanish, Basque, Catalan and English). 
 
• Pressing the name of the course you will access the virtual room. You will see 

it in the same way your sons and daughters do it.  
 

 
 

• In the central column you will find the section Instrucciones generales 
(General Instructions), to guide students in the tasks, the calendario 
(Calendar) and Tribupedia, a list with the lexicon worked along the Project, 
which is enlarged via the contribution of everyone, included tours if you wish.    

 
• If you wish to consult the activities done by the students, you just have to 

click on each of them. You can only see or download it onto a Word 
document. Your sons and daughters can also upload their Works once written 
and get the online tutor´s feedback on them.   

 



 
 
5. Participate in the family forum  
 

• You can participate in the family forum and give your opinion about the 
TribuCan Project, the values it promotes or any other issue of interest.  

 
• You may read other entries, answer them or add any new comment.  

 

 
 
 
• In order to respond to other entries you must click Debatir este tema (Debate 

this issue) 
 

 
 

• If you click on Responder (Answer) a dialog box will pop up where you can 
add your comment.  

 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 

 
 
 

• If you wish to open a new discusión you must click on Añadir un nuevo 
tema de debate (Add new debate). You may add links to other webpages or 
attach images or other files by clicking Examinar (Examine).  

 
• Once written, you must send your comment by clicking on Enviar al foro 

(Send to forum). Then, a  message will emerge confirming that it has been 
successfully sent and you will have 30 minutes to modify or erase it. Click 
on Editar (edit) to do so. 

 

 
 
 
 



• To open a new debate, click on Colocar un nuevo tema de discusión aquí 
(add a new debate here) and the same text editor will pop up. Add a title, 
write your comment and send it to the forum.   

 
 
6. Read your sons´ and daughters´ entries in the student forum  
 

• In the student forum (FORO/FOROA/FORUM), you can read the comments 
done by the groups of each school, but you cannot take part in it.  

 
• You must know that these forums are supervised by the coordinator of the 

virtual room, who may erase those that are considered inappropriate.
